Introduction

The publication provides an overview of
economic instruments in the environmental
sector in the Republic of Serbia for 2020 and
2021 based on available data, thus indirectly
providing a view into achieved goals and
measures of environmental policy defined in
strategic and planning documents. Statistics on
environmental protection expenditure enable
identification and measurements of society's
response to environmental concerns and ways
of financing.

Indicators presented in this publication have
been developed according to the Rulebook on
the National Environmental Indicators List
(Official Gazette of RS, no. 37/11).

The indicators are classified according to
standard DPSIR reporting scheme (Driving-
Pressure-State-Impact-Response), which s
nowadays used in the EU countries so as to
present Drivers, Pressures, State, Impact and
Response — reactions of the society to
environmental change.

All the above indicators in this publication, as
per DPSIR scheme, belong to ,Response’’, i.e.
they demonstrate the response and measures of
the state and society.

In the European Commission Progress
Report for the Republic of Serbia for 2020,

among other things, that the
recommendations from 2019
recommendations remain valid. Serbia

should considerably step up ambitions
towards a green transition and continue
focusing on enhancing administrative and
financial capacity of the public central and
local administration authorities, in particular
the Environmental Protection Agency and
environmental inspectorates, earmarking
and utilising income from environmental
fees for environmental purposes, building an
effective institutional set-up to manage
environmental investments.

Some 4 years after its creation, Serbia’s
green fund has yet to become fully
operational. Its 2019 financial allocations
were not fully used. Its 2020 budget was
reduced by 25% to address needs arisen
from the COVID-19 crisis. Income generated
from environmental fees is not earmarked
for environmental purposes. This leads to a
diversion of funds for other purposes. Serbia
needs an effective institutional set-up to
manage environmental investments, which
need to increase much faster than
previously. The investment plan needs to be
turned into an investment programme,
targeting projects with the highest
environmental impact. Investment decisions
need to be based on feasibility studies and
technical designs in line with EU best
practices and transparent competitive
procurement procedures, ensuring best
value for money.

In the European Commission Progress
Report for the Republic of Serbia for 2021
last year’s recommendations remain largely
valid. Serbia should considerably step up

ambitions towards a green transition and
focus, among other things, on enhancing
administrative and financial capacity of
central and local authorities, in particular in
the environmental protection agency and
environmental inspectorates, by further
improving inter-institutional coordination,
continuing to raise environmental
investments as well as further improving

strategic  investment  planning  and
management including transparency of
procedures.

In 2020, Serbia’s budget for environment
increased by 48% compared to the previous
year, mainly through foreign borrowing. All
income generated from environmental fees
should be earmarked for environmental
purposes. Although Serbia is substantially
increasing investments into environmental
protection, the green fund is not yet fully
operational. Serbia needs an effective
institutional set-up to improve strategic
planning, co-financing and managing its
environmental investments. Serbia should
prioritise environmental projects with the
highest environmental impact, and select
and implement them through transparent
procedures. Large long-term (industrial)
investment projects need to comply with
highest EU environmental standards.

Serbia needs to ensure transparency about
investments and their environmental
effects.

Economic instruments

An efficient system of economic instruments
should encourage reduction of pollution, while
introducing adequate financial mechanisms to
motivate environmental investments. In order
to achieve that, economic mechanisms must be
established to signal timely and clearly to
polluters and end-users of goods and services
that there are economic benefits of investing in
environmental protection.

From economic point of view, economic

instruments should:
e affects the most rational use of resources;

e be an integral part of the overall
development strategy, especially of
technological development;

¢ be defined by law and market based,
efficiently indicating advantages of
environmental protection.

The main source of financing environmental
protection is the budget of the Republic of
Serbia, and distribution of funds depends on
the budget balance options. Other sources
include municipal budgets, revenues from
charges and fees, commercial sector funds.
Funds can also be provided from donations,
loans, international aid, instruments,
programmes and funds from the EU, UN and
other organisations.

Economic instruments applied in the Republic
of Serbia include charges and fees, as well as
incentives and subsidies.

Based on the data from the Ministry of Finance,
according to the functional classification of
expenditures at the state sector level (republic,
local government and extra-budgetary funds),
0.3% of GDP was allocated for environmental
protection in 2020, while in 2021 was allocated
0.46% of GDP, which is an increase in investment
compared to the previous year (Figure 1).

In 2020 expenditures from the budget of the
Republic of Serbia related to environmental
protection amounted to 0.1% of GDP, while
expenditures intended for environmental
protection at local level (budgets of AP Vojvodina
and of municipalities and cities) amounted to 0.2%
of GDP.

In 2021 expenditures from the budget of the
Republic of Serbia related to environmental
protection amounted to 0.14% of GDP, while
expenditures  intended for  environmental
protection at local level amounted to 0.32% of GDP.

The increase in investment in environmental
protection in 2021 is, first of all, the result of larger
investments in solving problems of water supply
and sewage at the local level of government. In
2021, the Republic of Serbia issued a Green Bond
on the international market with the intention of
investing the collected funds in the amount of one
billion euros in environmental protection
programs.

According to the Treasury Administration,
revenues from collected fees amounted to RSD
13.03 billion dinars (0.21% of GDP) in 2021, which
was increase than the previous year, when they
amounted to RSD 10.68 billion (0.19% of GDP).
These revenues were distributed to the Republic
budget in the amount of RSD 7.79 billion, to the
budget of AP Vojvodina in the amount of RSD
103.0 million and to local budgets in the amount
of RSD 5.14 billion which is shown in Figure2.

In the structure of fee income in 2020 and 2021
the largest contribution was made from fees for
products that become special waste streams after
use, which amounted to RSD 4.31 and 5.27 billion,
and following them and fees from emissions of
S0O,, NO,, particulate matters and produced or
disposed waste (RSD 3.24 and 3.31 billion), and

Key messages:

e According to the data of the Republic
Statistical Office, total environmental tax
revenues amounted to RSD 217.89 billion,
accounted for 3.96% of GDP in 2020;

e Pollution taxes and resource taxes
collected amount of RSD 12.06 billion,
accounted for 0.22% of GDP.

Environmental tax are one of the economic
instruments for pollution control and
management of natural resources, aimed at
influencing the behaviour of economic
operators, producers and consumers.

The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia

calculates environmental tax , which
according to the Eurostat methodology
include: energy tax, transport taxes,
pollution taxes and resource taxes.

Environmental tax revenues are revenues of
state institutions and organisations at
different levels of government, i.e., only a
part of these revenues belong to the
environmental budget funds at all levels.

According to the latest available data that are
for 2020, incomes were RSD 217.89 billion,
which amounted to 3.96% GDP. Energy
taxes, which constantly dominate, were RSD
189.56 billion, and transport taxes RSD 16.28
billion. Pollution taxes were RSD 9.07 billion,
and Resource taxes RSD 2.99 billion (figures
7 and 8).

From the point of view of types of
institutional units that pay taxes, most of
taxes were paid by households as consumers
(RSD 84.67 billion). In total the processing
industry, mining, construction and other
industries paid RSD 54.51 billion, and all
other service activities, traffic, trade and
other activities RSD 78.66 billion (figure 9).

According to the ISDACON database of the
Ministry of Finance, the estimated value of total
international financial support for the sectors of
Environmental protection and Water supply and
waste management in 2021 amounted to RSD
6.82 billion. Out of this amount, RSD 5.32 billion
was donations amounted to Environmental
protection, while loans RSD 1.34 billion. For the
Water supply and waste management donations
amounted to RSD 0.16 billion, while there were no
loans (Figure 15).

These funds are significantly lower in 2021
compared to the previous year, when they
amounted to RSD 8.58 billion. The cause was the
reduction of donations for "Environmental
Protection" by RSD 1.20 billion and for "Water
Supply and Waste Sanitation" by RSD 0.81 billion.
The loan for "Environmental Protection" was
increased by RSD 0.25 billion.

Expressed through gross domestic product, in
2020 the value of total international financial
support was 0.16% GDP, with donations
amounting to 0.14% GDP. In 2021, the value of
total international financial support was 0.11%
GDP, with donations amounting to 0.09% GDP
(Figure 16).

Key messages:

o Total amount of investment funds and current
expenditures in 2020 amounted to RSD 46.70
billion, or 0.85% GDP, and in 2021 amounted
to RSD 61.76 billion (0.99 % GDP);

e In 2020 the greatest investments (RSD 3.14
billion), and the highest current expenditures
(RSD 21.30  billion) were for waste
management. In 2020 the greatest
investments (RSD 3.14 billion) The greatest
investments in 2021 related to air protection,
(RSD 22.12 billion), and the highest current
expenditures (RSD 19.2 billion) was for waste
management.

Investments into environmental protection
include investments in environmental protection
activities (methods, technologies, processes,
equipment and parts thereof, etc.), aimed at
collecting, treating, monitoring and controlling,
reducing, preventing or removing pollution or any
other environmental degradation resulting from
business activities.

Current  expenditures for  environmental
protection include labor expenditures,
expenditures for operation and maintenance of
environmental protection equipment and
payments to third parties for environmental
services aimed at preventing, reducing, treating
or removing pollution or any other environmental
degradation resulting from business activities.

In 2021 the total amounts of investments and
current  expenditures for  environmental
protection amounted to RSD 61.76 billion, which
is by 32.3% higher than in the previous year. In
the structure of the total expenditures for
environmental protection, share of
environmental protection investments amounted
to 55.4%, while current expenditures had the
share of 44.6% (Figure 18).

In the period 2006-2021. current expenditures
are on the rise, while the amount of investments
fluctuates (Figure 19).

The greatest investments in 2020 related to air
protection (RSD 10.13 billion), and the highest
current expenditures (RSD 20.87 billion) were for
waste management,, as presented in Figure 20.

Conclusion

Based on the available data received from state
institutions and professional organizations, the
most important features are:

For 2020:

Budget expenditures amount to 0.3% of GDP;

Revenues from fees amount to RSD 10.68
billion (0.19% of GDP), and the largest
contribution is provided by fees for products
which become special waste streams,
amounting to RSD 4.3 billion;

Investments from economic sectors, based
on the available data, amount to RSD 3.62
billion (0.07% of GDP), and Energy and
mining have the largest participation of 91%.

Donations are RSD 7,5 billion (0.14% of
GDP), and loans RSD 1.1 billion (0.02% of
GDP). The largest donors are European
Union with RSD 4.8 billion, Germany with
RSD 2.2 billion and Sweden with RSD 325
million;

Grants and subsidies, based on the available
data, amounted to RSD 4.3 billion (0.08% of
GDP), and the largest share belongs to
incentives for reuse and waste utilization in
the amount of 77%.

For 2021:

Budget expenditures amount to 0.46% of
GDP;

Revenues from fees amount to RSD 13.03
billion (0.21% of GDP), and the largest
contribution is provided by fees for products
which become special waste streams,
amounting to RSD 5.3 billion,

billion (0.08% of GDP), and Energy and
mining have the largest participation of 91%.

Donations are RSD 5.5 billion (0.09% of
GDP), and loans RSD 1.3 billion (0.02% of
GDP). The largest donors are European
Union with RSD 4.5 billion and Germany with
RSD 712 million;
